REPORT OF THE DIRECTORS


FOR THE YEAR ENDED 31 JANUARY 2007

The directors present their report with the financial statements of the company for the year ended 31 January 2007. 

PRINCIPAL ACTIVITY

The principal activity of the company in the year under review was that of general house builders. 

REVIEW OF BUSINESS

The results for the year and financial position of the company are as shown in the annexed financial statements. 

As anticipated at the start of the financial year there was a reduction in sales and profit after tax of 44% and 67% respectively from the prior year as a number of planned site commencements were postponed due to ongoing delays within Local Authority planning and roads departments.  The net asset position of the company is broadly in line with the previous year.  

PRINCIPAL RISKS AND UNCERTAINTIES

The directors are aware of the risks facing the company and deal with these on a day to day basis.  The key challenge facing the company, as with many other house-builders, remains the extremely difficult planning environment in Scotland and a scarcity of short term land with planning consent.  However, Dawn Homes remains extremely active in securing both short term and longer term strategic land and the Directors anticipate that in 2007/08 the level of profitability and completions will be significantly ahead of the current year.
ENVIRONMENT AND HEALTH AND SAFETY

The company recognises the importance of its responsibilities in these areas and has policies in place to manage these effectively.

EMPLOYEES

Details of employee numbers and related costs are shown at note 3.

DIVIDENDS

An interim dividend of £1.33 per share on the Ordinary £1 shares was paid during the year.  The directors recommend that no final dividend be paid on these shares. 

No interim dividend was paid on the Ordinary 'E' £1 shares.  The directors recommend that no final dividend be paid on these shares. 

The total distribution of dividends for the year ended 31 January 2007 will be £2,000,000.
